<>The family reconstruction is in the .TXT file: FAM LONG.TXT.   This may be saved or printed but the lines are long and likely to result in word wrap.I recommend importing into MS word and converting to landscape

<>Each family has a number (FIN) and is described in a separate page and is ended with a horizontal line.

The lines are numbered but may not run consecutively; these line numbers should be ignored

The first line gives the FIN, the forenames of the father and mother and the years in which the first child was born or the marriage took place (whichever is earliest) and the year of birth of the last child and the number of children (possibly 0)

<>The details include a line for every record believed to refer to the person. This contains the Record Identification Number (RIN), the PIN of the person, their full name  as given in the record and various other items appropriate to the record.

<>For each father, there is also given, if known, the family in which he is a child, and for each male child the family in which he is the father.

<>If a person is known to have emigrated, this is also noted.
